PARKING 

Parking is available at: 

• Field 10, Harrup Park – Entry via Bridge Road 

• Gravel car park on Leisure Street – Entry via Leisure Street from Juliet 

Street 

 

TAXI’S/UBER 

Designated Taxi/Uber drop off/pick up point located on Casey Avenue. 

 

PUBLIC DROP OFF/PICK UP LOCATION 

Bridge Road existing bus stop indented bays between Lamb Street and Juliet Street is the only designated 
pick up and drop off point available to private vehicles. 

 

CHANGED TRAFFIC CONDITIONS & ROAD CLOSURES: 

Road closures: 

• Casey Avenue 

• Leisure Street - Beyond event parking space

Can I bring food and drink into the venue? 

Patrons are permitted to bring in homemade food, sealed plastic water bottles up to 1.25L and sealed juice 
in small cardboard containers (up to 250ml). Patrons using re-usable water bottles must empty their re-
usable water bottle upon entry. 

Food and beverage products purchased at commercial outlets or in commercial packaging are not 
permitted. 

BB Print Stadium has a wide variety of food and beverage options for patrons to purchase. 

 

Can I bring a bag? 

Yes, bags can be brought into the BB Print Stadium pending the following conditions: 

• Maximum bag height – 40 cm 
• Maximum bag width – 40 cm 
• Maximum bag depth – 40 cm 
• Pliable nature (soft to touch) 

All bags and items are subject to security checks on entry. Patrons who refuse inspections or searches may 
be denied entry. 

 

Can I bring an Esky? 

No – Esky’s are prohibited at this event. 

 

Can I bring my own alcohol? 

No – BBPrint Stadium is a fully licenced venue and as such no alcoholic beverages can be brought in or 
out of BB Print Stadium. A bar and kiosk will be in operation, serving alcohol to patrons 18 years and over. 

 

Can I bring in my camera? 
 
Yes – cameras with a lens length no greater than 200mm are permitted. The use of photographic, video or 
audio equipment for commercial purposes is not permitted. 

 

Can I bring my own chair? 

No - chairs are prohibited in the event. If you have a Hill ticket, you can bring your own towel or mat for 
comfort. 

 

Can I bring an umbrella? 

No - umbrellas are not permitted in the event. 

 

Is there a dress code? 

Yes - patrons must be appropriately clothed for a public place and must wear shoes. 

Patrons who are, in the opinion of BB Print Stadium Management, offensively attired or whose attire may 
cause a hazard or compromise safety may be refused entry into the Stadium. 



 

Is there wheelchair and mobility access to the grandstand? 
 
Yes - there is an elevator located on the ground floor of BB Print Stadium, providing patrons access to the 
grandstand. 

 

Are there carparks for accessibility requirements? 
 

Yes - accessible parking will be available at the BB Print Stadium precinct car park, accessible via Casey 
Avenue in the BB Print Stadium car park. To access this car park, you will need a valid Accessible Parking 
Permit.  

 

Will there be an ATM on site? 

No - there will be no ATM on site. EFTPOS facilities available. 

 

Is there a designated smoking/vaping area? 

No - there is strictly no smoking or vaping at BB Print Stadium. Patrons may exit the stadium to smoke or 
vape. Pass outs available from security. 

 

Is there a Box Office at the event? 

Yes - the Box Office is located at Gate 1 – via BB Print Stadium Car Park.
