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Executive Summary

DEVELOPMENT SERVICES

The 2018/19 financial year has seen significant progress and the completion of a number of major projects
being delivered by Development Services.

The Mackay Waterfront Priority Development Area (PDA) project has substantially progressed, with the
adoption of the Development Scheme for the PDA on 24 May 2019 and preparation of a masterplan for the
PDA which is scheduled to be released in the first quarter of 2019/2020. The PDA Advisory Committee was
established and is proving to be extremely valuable in contributing external expertise and knowledge to the
PDA project.

A number of key liveability projects were completed in 2018/19 also. One of the most significant of these
projects is the Sugar Bowl Mackay District Skate and Family Recreation Park which opened in September
2018. This state of the art facility caters for a range of skill levels and is also a venue for major events and
touring exhibitions. Barber Drive Park in Blacks Beach was upgraded with a scenic walk through a mature
stand of vegetation, new picnic facilities and new play equipment, and a new fully enclosed dog park was
developed in Apex Park in Sarina.

The Sarina Sugar Shed continues to prosper as a high quality tourism attraction positioned at the southern
gateway to the Region. It received a number of tourism awards in 2018/19 locally, at a State level and
nationally, as well as several Australian Distilling Awards.

The City Centre Program continued to deliver place making, activation and marketing support for the Mackay
City Centre, with the initiation of the successful Fifth Lane project and support for a number of events including
the GreaterWhi t sunday Farmer ds Markets, the Iltalian Street P

Council endorsed a Mountain Bike Strategy in early 2019 and is now undertaking a Business Case and
Feasibility to investigate the development of a world-class mountain bike track in the Pioneer Valley.

The successful delivery of the above projects and others outlined below, along with continuing growth in
development activity being supported by the Development Assessment and Development Engineering
programs, has rounded off a full and productive year for Development Services.

Plantation Palms Stage 5A

An application for Stage 5A of the Plantation Palms residential estate was approved
on land adjacent to Rosewood Drive and the Plantation Palms wetlands. 47 lots will
be developed in two sub-stages.

An application for the redevelopment of the Bakers Creek Tavern and adjoining land
was approved as a preliminary approval. The application proposes the development
. of 30 motel units, and service station and a food & drink outlet (including a drive
| though) adjacent to the existing Bakers Creek Tavern.

Service Station, Car Wash and food & drink outlet T Arana Drive, Rural View

An application for the development of a service station, car wash and catering shop
(with drive though) was approved on land with frontages to Arana Drive, Mackay-
Bucasia Road and Eimeo Road. Access to the development will be obtained from
both Eimeo Road and Arana Drive.

.- Industrial Shed i Gateway Drive

~ An application for a large industrial workshop and ancillary offices was approved
over two parcels on land in Gateway Drive. The proposal includes a large hardstand
area for storage of material and possible future expansion.
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Transport Depot i Diesel Drive

An application for the development of a transport depot was approved on land
fronting Diesel Drive. The facility has access to Diesel Drive with a secondary
access from Executive Drive over a Council drain.

BP Rural View Service Station

This operational works application includes works for the service station at Arana Drive,
! Rural View. Construction has commenced and includes stormwater drainage, water
. and sewerage infrastructure, earthworks, landscaping, pavement and carparking.

Kerrisdale Estate Stage 3

Operational works approval was given for the construction of civil infrastructure for
39 residential lots in Kerrisdale Estate Stage 3 in Beaconsfield. Work has
commenced on approved works including roadworks, stormwater drainage, water,
sewerage, electrical and telecommunications infrastructure and landscaping.

Sugarview Estate Stage 5A

Approval was given and construction has commenced for the creation
of 27 new residential lots. Works being carried out on site include
roadwork, stormwater, sewerage and water infrastructure, earthworks,
signage and landscaping.
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Wallmans Road reconstruction, Rural View

Wallmans Road reconstruction was approved as part of development- 78 Vi
related works for several future residential estates in Rural View. ‘ ’
Construction was completed in June 2019 and the road is again open
to the public.

27 new lots in Plantation Palms are complete after approval was given for operational
works involving earthworks, roadworks, stormwater drainage, water and sewerage,
electrical and telecommunications and landscaping.

Stockroute Road reconstruction, Paget

The construction of Stockroute Road in Paget is complete as part of
approved operational works related to industrial/commercial
development in Paget. The road provides road network connection
from the Bruce Highway into Paget.

The infrastructure the subject of the application includes roads,
stormwater drainage, sewer, water, electricity and landscaping.

m Planning Scheme Amended to Improve Dwelling House Provisions

. The Mackay Region Planning Scheme was amended on 30 November 2018
to simplify and streamline dwelling house provisions. This includes boundary
setbacks for dwellings, reducing the level of assessment in specific zones and
height provisions for outbuildings.

The planning scheme has been brought in line with planning and related
building legislation and is more workable regarding dwelling house
development.

Mackay Floodplain Risk Management Plan
The draft Mackay Floodplain Risk Management Plan was completed in mid-

2019, andi denti fi es priority actions t
improve community safety and reduce the cost of floods.

MOUNT PLEASANT.

The plan considered updated flood models for drainage systems in Mackay
and identifies mitigation options to reduce flood risk. The floodplain risk
management plan is a high priority project as identified in the Mackay Region
Flood and Stormwater Management Strategy.

Cyclone Debbie Flood Studies: Sandy Creek, Bakers Creek, Funnel Creek and Rocky Dam Creek

In May and June 2019, communities affected by Cyclone Debbie flooding in

i March 2017 shared their experiences. Some reported the flooding as dhe
worst experienced i n OmMlEssengdgementsvih flood-v
affected communities is being used to inform the flood studies for the Sandy
Creek, Bakers Creek, Funnel Creek and Rocky Dam Creek catchments.

The studies are funded with assistance from the Australian and Queensland
Governments through the 2017-2018 Natural Disaster Resilience Program
(NDRP).
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PARKS, ENVIRONMENT & SUSTAINABILITY
Sugar Bowl Mackay i District Skate and Family Recreation Park, North Mackay

The project involved the design and construction of the Mackay g
regiondés first competition sta
park in partnership with the Police Citizens Youth Club (PCYC).
This state-of-the-art facility, caters to beginners through to
advanced riders and provides an extra dimension to sports tourism
in the region. In addition to being designed to encourage skills
progression, the facility offers an enhanced rider experience with
challenging features that are enticing visitors from across the
region. The configuration also allows the site to host major events
ranging from local through to state level competition and touring
exhibitions.

The project delivered a 1000m? skate park complemented by an additional 600m? of integrated recreational
uses and social spaces for families nestled in a fully-landscaped setting. In addition to lighting, which allows
for night time use, the venue is safeguarded by CCTV and supported by a skaterséclubhouse with workshop,
public toilet facilities, storage and first aid room and ample carparking.

Barber Drive Park i Blacks Beach

The project upgraded the existing 0.7ha reserve into a functional and unique

local park for residents in the Blacks Beach area. Full advantage was taken of

mature stand of remnant vegetation. In addition to new picnic facilities, play

equipment catering to older children was also installed.

APEX Dog Park i Sarina

Council developed a new fully enclosed dog park as a valued addition
to the rest stop and family recreation facilities already available in Apex
Park in Sarina. This includes BBQ facilities and covered picnic areas,
public toilet facilities and large childr en6s pl ayground.
to the Bruce Highway, this park has become a favourite rest stop or
travellers and this new addition offers an added attraction for visitors on
route through our region to stop in Sarina.

Camilleri Street District Park i Master Plan

A master plan was prepared for the
the Eimeo 7 Rural View Park Precinct. The site which incorporates the

existing Camilleri Street Park and adjacent undeveloped reserve will

provide access to a range of facilities including a new youth hub featuring

a local skate park with pump track and multi-sports court facilities.

Construction of Stages 1 and 2 commenced mid-2019.

George Moore Park i Playground Renew

Renewal of the aged play equipment in George Moore Park. This park is a
favourite with Mums with younger children due to the setting and picnic
shelters. The upgraded facilities now offer a wider range of play activities for
younger aged children.
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New Mulherin Parki Playground Softfall and fence upgrade

. This playground, highly popular with parents and children alike, was given a
{ facelift with the installation of artificial turf, new concrete edging and an
upgrade of the boarding fence to a vibrant blue, capturing the focus from
neighbouring picnic and barbeque shelters. The works included an entry path
which has improved access for parents with prams and the like.

Free Native Plant Program

The long-awaited free native plant program was launched in June at the Botanic
Gardens Open Day. Over 800 residents picked up their free native plants and a total of
3750 plants were given away on the day. This initiative is part of a long-term program
to encourage residents to develop a greater appreciation of our local native plants and
to provide habitat for wildlife in their gardens.

Whitehaven Beach Restoration

Mackay Natural Environment Centre Nursery workers were thrilled to have
a field trip to Whitehaven Beach to collect propagation material for
restoration works post Cyclone Debbie. Around 1550 plants were grown at
the MNEC nursery and made the boat journey to Whitehaven beach, where
they are now growing happily and stabilising the sand dunes.

Beach Access Stairs

Two new sets of stairs have improved beach access at Campwin Beach and
Shoal Point. High-quality, beach accesses provide safe access to our
beaches and help minimise disturbance to fragile dune environments.

Slade Point Local Coastal Plan

A Local Coastal Plan was developed for the Slade Point coastal unit and was adopted
by Council in June. The plan is part of the broader Coasts and Communities Project
which involves the development of Coastal Management Guidelines to set the strategic
intent of how we want to see our coastal areas managed, and the development and
implementation of site-specific local coastal plans.

Open Plan Recycling

The open plan recycling project
